● Bowler must have been an active member of a certified Georgia State USBC youth program for 

a minimum of four (4) years 

Award 

●  Two honors will awarded each year (one male and one female)  

● Applications will be rated on a point system rubric that will focus upon  

o bowling achievements and participation (50%) 

o academic achievement (10%) 

o dedication and service to the sport of bowling (40%)

●  High Average, Game and Series should be the highest scores achieved in certified YOUTH 

league bowling.  (Current Collegiate bowling not applicable)
